Don’t Be Anxious

Take time this week to reflect and pray over
today’s Reading’s: Isaiah 49:14-15; Psalm
62; 1 Corinthians 4:1-5; Matthew 7:21-27

People have, it seems, a natural penchant for
misplaced emphasis on important things. They can
easily get caught up with what they’re having for
dinner or what they will wear.

Often it is a tragedy that helps people to refocus
on what is really important. What I shall wear is an
irrelevant question when I am facing surgery or
chemotherapy. What’s for dinner is immaterial to
those living through grief or unemployment.

In today’s Gospel, Jesus tells us not to worry.
He doesn’t say, “Don’t eat. Don’t cook. Don’t buy
clothes.” He says, “Don’t worry.” Jesus asks us not
to relinquish our responsibilities but to let go of our
anxiety. Anxiety betrays a lack of trust and Jesus
reminds us that “Your heavenly Father knows” all
that you need (Matthew 6:32).

As I have said
all along about my family of Ascension, you do
understand in your hearts and good souls what
service is all about—and then you do it! May the
Holy Spirit guide us in our Spotlight on Service as
the Holy Spirit guided us so well in our 2010
Spotlight on Prayer. There will be more information
on all of this in the weeks and months ahead. May
God bless you in the good work you are now already
doing.

I see where Chicago’s new Mayor, Rahm Emanuel,
took ballet lessons as a young man. I wonder if this
will help him go ‘toe to toe’ with those disrupting the
city life of Chicago.

I thank you for your understanding and patience and
above all, your participation in this year’s Annual
Catholic Appeal with its title: “. . . seek first the
Kingdom of God.” As we conclude the middle
weekend of the Appeal, if you happened to take
home the paperwork, you can drop it off at the Parish
Center or drop it in the Offertory collection basket
next weekend or the weekend after. I thank you for
your participation from the get-go as together we
work on achieving our assigned goal of $69,549,
which is 6% of last year’s Offertory income. A
frequently asked question of the Appeal is why do
we have a “Follow-up Weekend?” If parishioners
who are not here this weekend join us next weekend,
they are more likely to pledge during the in-pew
follow-up process than asking them to stop at a table
after Mass. The Archdiocese has found that in doing
in “in-pew” process, there is more participation than
in direct mail. The direct mail pledges are about 33%
while the “in-pew” pledges are about 67%. The
follow-up weekend does help us achieve that
$69,549 goal and anything over that goal is rebated
to us 100%. So with that being said and with our
commitment in following the Appeal procedures,
after the homily next weekend, I will be re-doing the
paperwork for those are not present this weekend.
The process will not be as long as it was this
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weekend. I thank you once again for your patience
and understanding in doing this three weekend
process. On behalf of Cardinal George and myself, |
thank you for your 2011 contribution to the Annual
Catholic Appeal.

Elsewhere in our DOME is a summary of last
weekend’s Offertory collection. I thank you for your
generosity. I thank you for ALL that you do for our
Family of Ascension.

I pray for you every day.

I see where our new lIllinois Senator Mark Kirk was
awarded the historic “Candy Desk” in the Senate
Chambers. What that means is Senator Kirk’s desk
must always have candy available for others. The
“Candy Desk” began in 1965 (vour pastor was in 8"
grade then) by Republican Senator George Murphy.
So when the Senate hears some snickers during their
session, they will know what direction they are
coming from.

POSTURES OF THE MASS

In the Mass, we pray not only with our lips, but
with our bodies as well. We stand when the minis-
ters enter. In Western culture, standing is a sign of
attention, a mark of respect: all stand when the
judge enters the courtroom, for example. Standing
is also an ancient posture of prayer, mentioned fre-
quently in the Old Testament. When the readings
begin, we sit down: a listening posture. Mary sat at
Jesus’ feet to listen to his teaching; the crowds sat
on the hillside or the seashore to hear his words.
Kneeling is another posture that is full of meaning.
It expresses adoration and worship, but it can also
express humility and contrition. We bow: a sign of
honor and reverence, acknowledging the presence
of God, especially when we receive the Eucharist.
And there are other ritual gestures as well—
striking the breast, genuflecting, and of course
making the sign of the cross. The liturgy invites us
to pray with our whole person—with heart and

mind, voice and body.
