Direction

Take time this week to reflect and pray over
today’s Reading’s: Isaiah 55:6-9; Psalm 145;
Philippians 1:20c-24, 27a; Matthew 20:1-16a.

Isaiah tells us something that we already know,
and yet seem to forget every now and then. He tells
us, essentially, that God is God and we are not.
When we’re confused and troubled and can’t
figure everything out, it might be wise to recall
Isaiah speaking on the Lord’s behalf and
explaining that God—who is on a much more,
well, Godly wavelength than we are—moves in
ways we can’t even imagine.

Saint Paul, by comparison, has everything
figured out. Kind of. At least he understands his
calling in life—to magnify Christ in everything he
does. That should give all of us the direction we
need. Jesus gives us direction, too, explaining to us
once again in the parable of the workers in the
vineyard that the last will be first, and the first,

last.
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To help prepare for the Twenty- sixth Sunday in
Ordinary Time: Ezekiel 18:25-28; Psalm 25;
Philippians 2:1-11; Matthew 21:28-32.

Turn to the Lord for mercy;
To our God, who is generous
in forgiving.

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Countdown to the New Mass Translation: The Greeting
The Lord be with you. . . . And with your spirit. . .

When we begin to pray with the new translation of the Roman Missal the weekend of November 27, the
first changes we will notice will come during the first part of the Mass, called the Introductory Rites. These
rites include the Entrance, the Greeting, the Penitential Act, the Kyrie, the Gloria, and Collect (opening
prayer). Their purpose is to gather us as a praying community, ready to celebrate the sacred mysteries of our
faith.

Of course, we arrive at church prepared by our daily Christian lives of prayer, witness, and loving service.
Perhaps we have been able to spend time with the Sunday Scriptures before we come. But we also come with
our individual thoughts and concerns, with the morning news or family issues on our mind. Sometimes we
arrive a bit frazzled from everything it took to get us. The Introductory Rites give us a chance to settle in, to
recall the presence of God and our own presence before God. They help focus our minds and hearts, making
us ready to hear the Scriptures and celebrate the Eucharist.

The first of the Introductory Rites, the Entrance, remains largely the same in the new Missal, consisting of
the entrance song and the procession of the priest and ministers, Because it will be the First Sunday of
Advent, our entrance will be different from the previous week, to incorporate the blessing of the Advent
Wreath, but we do that every Advent here at Ascension.

The first difference due to the new translation will be our response to the priest’s greeting. After we make
the Sign of the Cross, the priest will greet us as usual, with the words The Lord be with you. Some variations
on the greeting that may be used, and The Lord be with you will be said many other times during the Mass.
Our response will always be And with your spirit. Many will recognize this as a more literal translation of
the Latin et cum spiritu tuo than our current response, And also with you.

Why the change? When the new translation was begun, one of the principles the translators were given was
to make a much more literal translation of the Latin than the one we currently use. Most of the translations of
the Mass in languages used around the world have always used a similarly literal translation.

The use of the phrase “your spirit” to mean “you” is unusual for us, but it was common in the time of
Christ, and is reflected in the scriptures: “The Lord be with your spirit (2 Timothy 4:22); “The grace of our
Lord Jesus Christ be with your spirit, brothers. Amen” (Galatians 6:18); “The grace of the Lord Jesus Christ
be with your spirit” (Philippians 4:23). Scholars offer various interpretations of the meaning of these words,
but the core is the same: The priest calls on the presence and power of God to be active in the assembled
community, and the community in whom God is active call on that same power and present to be at work in
the priest. The Lord be with you. And with your spirit.
